1. Before you apply, please read the document "Kvalifikacni podminky" / "Eligibility
Criteria" (see the Department web site) and check the site dosveta.muni.cz and
https://czs.muni.cz/cs/student-mu/studijni-pobyty/erasmus-evropa.

2. Select up to three universities from the list of our partner universities (see the
Department web site) and rank them according to your preferences in your
application. Research on the universities and be prepared to travel even to the 2nd or
3rd options if you are nominated.

3. The application must include two attachments: your current CV and a project
statement (a motivation text) stating in what way the Erasmus stay might be
beneficial for you, your University and the host University (no Al-generated texts!).

Deadline for applications: February 22, 2026

Selection criteria:

1. Project statement (motivation letter)

2. Grade point average

3. Activity in the Department (work for SAC, ESCape, etc.)
4. Faculty-wide exchange quota
